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[bookmark: _GoBack]1. Overall Description:
SA2 thanks CT4 for the LS on N3IWF FQDN for emergency service.
CT4 raised following questions:
"Question 1): Which one does the highlighted "Operator Identifier Emergency FQDN" and "Visited Country Emergency FQDN" refer to?
a) emergency ePDG FQDN
b) either emergency ePDG FQDN or emergency N3IWF FQDN
Question 2): If the answer to Q1) is "b", why does emergency N3IWF FQDN need to be defined?"
SA2 would like to provide following answers:
The UE performs PLMN selection for emergency service first and then performs the N3IWF and ePDG selection based on the Non-3GPP Access Node Selection Information for the selected PLMN. 
When the UE is in home country, it shall always select the HPLMN for emergency service, therefore the Operator Identifier Emergency FQDN is not used for PLMN selection. When the UE is in visited country, the UE shall use a specific FQDN to determine which PLMNs in the visited country support emergency services in non-3GPP access. This FQDN doesn’t refer to ePDG FQDN or N3IWF FQDN. SA2 has agreed to use new name "Visited Country non-3GPP Emergency FQDN" for this purpose.
SA2 agreed that the emergency N3IWF FQDN is not needed. SA2 has agreed the attached CR to capture the answer above.
