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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks CT4 for their LS. SA2 have discussed it and concluded the following.
The “Visited Country Emergency FQDN” mentioned in clause 6.3.6.4 of TS 23.501 refers to following text from 23.402 clause 4.5.4a.2 (as the N3IWF selection refers to ePDG selection and use almost the same algorithm):
The DNS-based discovery of the regulatory requirements described in clause 4.5.4.5 in the context of emergency ePDG selection shall be based on a Visited Country Emergency FQDN (specified in TS 23.003 [16]), instead of the Visited Country FQDN;

This corresponds to the “Visited Country Emergency FQDN” already defined 23.003 clause 19.4.2.9A.4 so it neither refers to emergency ePDG FQDN nor to emergency N3IWF FQDN.
About the “Operator Identifier Emergency FQDN” (in following sentence :“If the UE is located in the home country, then the UE selects the PLMN for emergency services based on the configured Operator Identifier Emergency FQDN) the attached CR corrects this sentence to refer to the UE selecting the HPLMN (the sentence applies to the case where “the UE is located in the home country”) and clarifies the N3IWF selection for emergency services.
