5.15.X	Constraints on Simultaneous Use of Network Slices 
There may be constraints on simultaneous use of some of the subscribed S-NSSAIs. In this case, a UE that indicates that the UE supports constraints on simultaneous use of Network Slices, is allocated by the AMF a list of Additional Configured NSSAI, and each Additional Configured NSSAI includes an identifier of the Additional Configured NSSAI. The AMF derives the different Additional Configured NSSAI lists based on Subscribed NSSAI lists the AMF receives from the UDM. The number of Subscribed NSSAI lists in the user profile depends on the number of subscribed S-NSSAIs that have restrictions on simultaneous use. Only one Subscribed NSSAI list is allowed to be used at any time by the UE. Each Subscribed NSSAI list in the user profile includes the sets of subscribed S-NSSAIs that can be used simultaneously, as well as a Set Identifer. 
The AMF acquire the Subscribed NSSAI lists from UDM during Registration procedure, the AMF or the NSSF derives the list of Additional Configured NSSAI and the AMF provides the list to the UE in the Registration response. The value of the identifier of each Additional Configured NSSAI may be set to the same value as the list identifier of the corresponding Subscribed NSSAI or AMF maintains both identifiers. The Additional Configured NSSAI includes both S-NSSAI values for the Serving PLMN as well as the HPLMN. The UE saves the list of Additional Configured NSSAI, for enabling to select which list to use, until the UE is updated with a new list of Additional Configured NSSAI and the AMF save the Subscribed NSSAI lists in the UE context for enforcement. The AMF or NSSF may determine more than one Additional Configured NSSAI list for one list of Subscribed NSSAI e.g. in case there is no AMF Sets in the Serving PLMN that can serve all the S-NSSAIs for the Serving PLMN required for the S-NSSAIs in the Subscribed NSSAI list.
The Registration response includes in addition to the list of Additional Configured NSSAI, the Allowed NSSAI, Mapping Of Allowed NSSAI, rejected S-NSSAIs, Pending NSSAI, Mapping Of Pending NSSAI. The Configured NSSAI for the Serving PLMN and the Mapping Of Configured NSSAI may be omitted as the list of Additional Configured NSSAI replaces them.
The Subscribed S-NSSAIs marked as default S-NSSAI shall all be part of the same Subscribed NSSAI.
The UE can switch between list of Additional Configured NSSAI at any point in time. To that effect, the UE initiates a Mobility Registration Update and includes the identifier of the Additional Configured NSSAI including the S-NSSAIs the UE wants to use. 
When the UE selects a new Additional Configured NSSAI, based on operator policy, the network shall release PDU Sessions for S-NSSAIs not in the selected Additional Configured NSSAI list.
