5.15.11.X	Network slice admission control during the interworking with EPC
During the interworking with EPC, the network slice admission control depends on the operator policy and configuration.
The current number of UEs registered for a network slice is controlled by the NSACF based on request from the AMF when the UE's 5GS registration status changes. The current number of PDU sessions per network slice is controlled by the NSACF based on request from the SMF+PGW-C when the UE's PDU Session is moved between the EPS and 5GS.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Base on operator policy and configuration, the SMF+PGW-C determines whether it needs to send a request to the NSACF or not, and triggers a request to NSACF for maximum number of PDU sessions per network slice control. For example, if the SMF+PGW-C recognises that the PDN connection associated with an S-NSSAI for the interworking is established or released, or the interworking procedure from/to EPC to/from 5GC is triggered, it determines how to control the number of PDU sessions per network slice control (i.e. increase or decrease, or keep) according to operatro policy and configuration. To update the number of PDU sessions per network slice control, it triggers a request to NSACF.
