When the remote provisioning for SO-SNPN credentials is finished the UE or the AMF shall initiate de-registration from the ON-SNPN so the UE later can select and register to SO-SNPN using the newly provisioned credentials.
In order to to prevent onboarding registered UEs (i.e., UEs registered within ON-SNPN using "SNPN Onboarding" Registration Type) from staying at the ON-SNPN endlessly, an on-boarding timer needs to be used. If an on-boarding timer is configured at AMF based on operator plicies, the AMF should start the on-boarding timer upon the UE has registered to the ON-SNPN successfully regardless of whether UP or CP remote provisioning is used and the AMF should initiate the de-registration procedure for on-boarding registered UE when the on-boarding timer expires regardless of the results of CP or UP remote provisioning. The value of the on-boarding timer can be derived from the AMF local configuration or from the configuration data in PCF if it is deployed.

5.30.2.X.3.3	De-registration from the PLMN for onboarding registered UE
When the remote provisioning for SO-SNPN credentials is finished the UE or the AMF shall initiate de-registration from the PLMN so the UE later can select and register to SO-SNPN using the newly provisioned credentials.
In order to to prevent onboarding registered UEs (i.e., UEs registered within PLMN using subscription dedicated for onboarding service) from staying at the PLMN endlessly an onboarding timer needs to be used. If an on-boarding timer is configured at AMF based on operator plicies the AMF should start the on-boarding timer upon the UE has registered to the PLMN successfully regardless of whether UP or CP remote provisioning is used and the AMF should initiate the de-registration procedure for on-boarding registered UE when the on-boarding timer expires regardless of the results of CP or UP remote provisioning. The value of the on-boarding timer can be derived from the AMF local configuration or from the configuration data in PCF if it is deployed or UE subscription data from UDM.
