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1. Overall Description:
Background information:
According to the R17 study of eNPN, there are enhancements to support serving SNPN along with credentials owned by credential holder separate from the serving SNPN. In order to inform UEs of supported credential holder(s) in the serving SNPN, SIB message may be enhanced to include the supported Group IDs (GIDs). 
Comments from SA2:
On the issue of setting the maximum number of supported Group IDs per SNPN, both limitation of radio resource and service requirement should be considered.
From SA2 perspective, a cell supports broadcasting a total of twelve GIDs should be enough. SA2 would like to confirm with RAN2 whether the suggested maximum number of supported Group IDs from SA2 is feasible?	Comment by zhuhualin (A): The same value as the number of broadcasted NID, since this is a similar mechanism. So, it is proposed to adopt “twelve”.
