5.15.x	Support of data rate limitation per Network Slice for a UE
A UE subscription information may include an optional UE-Slice-MBR (Slice Maximum Bit Rate for the UE) for a S-NSSAI, which applies for 3GPP access type only. There can be a UE-Slice-MBR UL and a UE-Slice-MBR DL value. If a UE-Slice-MBR value is associated to a S-NSSAI in the subscription information, it is provided by the AMF to the RAN when the AMF provides the Allowed NSSAI for the UE to the RAN. In roaming case, the UE-Slice-MBR is provided for the S-NSSAI which maps to the S-NSSAI of the HPLMN. If the subscribed value of the UE-Slice-MBR for a UE changes, the AMF updates the RAN with the new value. the UE-Slice-MBR QoS parameter is defined in clause 5.7.2.6.
When a UE-Slice-MBR value is present in the UE context in the RAN for an S-NSSAI, the RAN shall enforce it as described in clause 5.7.1.x.
