SA2 would like to thank CT4 for the LS on UPF support for multiple network slices.
SA2 would like to provide the following replies:

CT4 Q1: Do SA2 and SA5 think that the second solution is a valuable optional alternative to the existing solution?
SA2 answer: SA2 has discussed solution 2 and does not see benefits compared to solution 1. Solution 2 adds additional dependency between SMF and UPF and increases the complexity for SMF and UPF due to the need to support multiple options. SA2 also found that the relation between S-NSSAI and Network Instance in solution 2 is ambiguous. SA2 also notes that solution 2 would require changes to SA2 specifications, e.g. where it is today described how SMF determines network instance, or where it is stated that network instance maps to a transport network resource or particular UPF behaviour.
