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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks CT1 for its LS that it has discussed; SA2 has come to following conclusion: 
Common aspects for R16 and R17

The MME tries to move to 5GS any PDN connection established on a SMF+PGW-c. During mobility from EPS, if the SMF detects that the PDU Session ID has not been allocated by the UE (e.g. for a UE without 5GS NAS stack) or that the network has not provided mapped 5GS parameters to the UE (because the PDN connection is not eligible to mobility to 5GS), then the SMF rejects the AMF request and the PDN connection is not handed over. The PDN connection is released locally by the SMF+PGW-c.

For PDN connection(s) for which the UE has not received mapped 5GS parameters from the network, the UE considers those PDN connection(s) not handed-over to 5GS (but released when the UE is handed-over to 5GS).

Thus, in R16, PDN connections established for which the UE has not assigned a PDU Sessions ID and/or for which the network has not provided mapped 5GS parameters are released at mobility to 5GS.
PDN connection established in standalone PGW may be released by the MME.
When a standalone PGW has been selected for a PDN connection, if there is a change of UE’s 5GC NAS capability from “disabled” to “enabled”, the MME can initiate PDN disconnection with reactivation required to allow the selection of a SMF+PGW-C thus session continuity at EPC to 5GC mobility. 

For R17
UE (supporting 5G NAS) and SMF+PGW-c can exchange PDU Session Id and 5GS parameters over EPS even though N1 mode is off for the UE.

Thus, in R17, for UE using this feature, PDN connections established while N1 mode is disabled can be moved to 5GS when N1 mode has been Enabled again
This is further specified in the attached CR(s).
