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Abstract of the contribution: Activation and deactivation procedure. 
1	Introduction
As discussed in S2-2104258, it is proposed to decouple steps for MBS Session Context creation and shared tunnel establishment, which can be reused by broadcast start, multicast session activation, and handover procedures.
2	Proposal
It is proposed to approve following changes in TS 23.247:

This clause describes multicast activation procedure.


Figure 7.2.X-1: Multicast session activation procedure
1.	The AF/AS performs Multicast Session Configuration procedure as described in clause 7.1 for commanding multicast session activation towards the MB-SMF, or the MB-UPF notifies data arrival to the MB-SMF.
2.	The MB-SMF invokes Nmbsmf_MBSSession_Notify (MBS Session ID) towards SMFs recorded in the MBS Session Context stored in the MB-SMF. 
3.	[Conditional] The SMF selects the UEs that the associated PDU Session is inactive, determines the AMFs serving those UEs, and then invokes Namf_MBSSession_Activation request (SUPIs, MBS Session ID) per the selected AMF, who serves the UEs identified by the SUPIs.
4.	[Conditional] If there’re UEs in IDLE state, when the RAN node supports MBS, the AMF indicates to the RAN node to perform group notification, when the RAN node does not support MBS, the AMF indicates to the RAN node for individual paging.
5.	[Conditional] If the UE is in IDLE state, when receiving the individual paging or group notification, the UE initiates Service Request to the network.
6.	[Conditional] If the UE is in CM CONNECTED state, or the Service Request is received, the AMF invokes Nsmf_PDUSession_UpdateSMContext request towards the SMF.
7.	If the associated PDU Session of the UE is active, or step 6 is received, the same steps as described in steps 4~15 of clause 7.2.1.3 are performed.
7.2.Y	Multicast session deactivation procedure
The multicast session deactivation procedure is same as broadcast session release procedure with following additions.
-	The MB-UPF notifying no data to the MB-SMF also triggers the multicast session deactivation procedure.
