Figure 5.30.2.9.3-1 depicts the 5G System architecture for SNPN with Credentials Holder using AUSF and UDM for primary authentication and authorization. Clarification on the primary authentication and authorization using AUSF and UDM in Credentials Holder is listed as below:
-	If the AMF determines that the primary authentication is performed by AUSF and UDM in CH based on SUCI provided by UE, it performs AUSF discovery and selection as specified in clause 6.3.4.
-	The SUPI is used to identify the UE during primary authentication and authorization towards the AUSF in CH. SUPI privacy is achieved according to existing methods in Annex I.5 of TS 33.501 [29].
-	After completing the primary authentication with the AUSF in CH successfully, the AMF and SMF shall retrieve the UE subscription data from UDM in CH using SUPI if AMF and SMF does not have subscription data for the UE. 
NOTE:	The architecture for SNPN and Credentials Holder is depicted as a non-roaming reference architecture as the UE is not considered to be roaming, even though some of the roaming architecture reference points are also used.
