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Abstract: This contribution proposes to clarify on identifiers for group member discovery.
1. Introduction/Discussion
The parameters defined in clause 5.9.1 covers both ProSe Direct Discovery and Group Member Discovery. It is not clear which parameter is included in Group Member Discovery message (i.e. Identifiers for Group Member Discovery) by only reference to clause 5.9.1. Thus, this contribution proposes to clarify the parameters for group member discovery by listing the parameters in the group member discovery procedures (i.e. in clauses 6.3.2.2.2 and 6.3.2.2.3) and by adding extra clauses for the parameters under clause 5.9.
