The removal of configuration steps for MBS Session are used by the AF to stop the MBS Session towards 5GC and consist of TMGI de-allocation and session stop procedures, and they apply to both multicast and broadcast communications unless otherwise stated. MBS session release/deactivation procedure may follow removal of the MBS session configuration to release the reserved resources toward NG-RAN.
