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0	Opening of the conference call
The SA2 Chair indicated that there were some presentations shared by companies before the meeting but there will not be time to present them.
The SA2 Chair shared a presentation on SA2 work planning Q3/Q4 2021. The SA2 Chair clarified that any tentative agreements from the CC will be formally approved during CC#1 of the SA2#145E e-meeting.
1 Meeting Planning for Q3/Q4
The SA2 Chair indicated that meetings are planned as e-meetings for Q3/Q4 but if TSG decides to hold F2F meeting in Q3/Q4 then this can be revisited.
July ad hoc confirmation:
Companies were asked whether the July ad hoc should be confirmed. OPPO, Nokia, MediaTek, Xiaom, Huawei, Lenovo, Samsung, Telefonica, CATT indicated they were OK for no July ad hoc. The SA2 Chair asked if there were any concerns about not scheduling the July ad hoc, and as none were raised it is agreed not to schedule this.
Regarding the August meeting:
Ericsson: 8 day meeting preferred
OPPO agree, but would prefer different AIs in different parts of the meet
Nokia, MediaTek, Lenovo, Samsung, Telefonica agree to reduced length
Vodafone prefer shifting one week later
SA2 Chair: We can’t move the meeting nearer to the Plenaries, must have at least two weeks between them. Reluctant to reduce the meeting length due to likely high workload
Nokia preferred moving by two days later
Ericsson: could move August meeting to July, Huawei reluctant to do this
Vodafone concerned with requiring two weeks until Plenaries, restricts WG flexibility in planning meetings. The SA2 Chair clarified this is due to Working Agreement time window for 14 days and proposal to shorten the working agreement time window to 10 days was discussed at the Working Procedure list but not agreed because of objection from one company.
Orange wondered if the TSG meeting could be moved nearer the Golden Week
Regarding the Q4 meetings:
Nokia: No need for three weeks of meetings in Q4, could explore different options
MediaTek, Huawei support Nokia, Huawei prefers two shorter meetings
Xiaomi concerned with Golden Week proximity to October meeting, Huawei, vivo, CATT agree
Telefonica OK to delay the October meeting by one week
Ericsson: Prefer one longer meeting
SA2 Chair: We do need two meetings in Q4 due to liaisons needed with RAN WGs. Proposes two one-week meetings (18 – 22 October, and 15 – 19 November)
Nokia don’t want to plan based on what other groups have planned
Intel: Huawei proposed shifting October by 2 days and shortening the November meeting by 2 days
The SA2 Chair offered either a) the original proposal (11 – 15 October, 08 – 19 November) or b) two one-week meetings (18 – 22 October, and 15 – 19 November)
Prefer a) – 3 companies
Prefer b) – More than 20 companies
Agreed to go with two one-week meetings (18 – 22 October, and 15 – 19 November), but some further discussion is needed on the agenda planning for each
2 Rel-18 work planning
MediaTek not sure if Rel-18 needed in Q4
OPPO concerned with discussion of discussing Rel-18 SIDs in May, but the Chair said expected there wouldn’t be heavy discussion as there is no expectation of agreement
Huawei would encourage discussion does happen in the May meeting, would hope most SIDs are agreed by September
Ericsson has some sympathy with OPPO, but OK with discussion of Rel-18 SIDs in May
Vodafone also has some sympathy with this, but need focused discussion after the meeting
SA2 Chair expects that as they are not for approval there shouldn’t be too much e-mail traffic
Nokia OK with discussion in May, but should clarify they are for information only to reduce the load. Prefer not to discuss TEI-18 until 2022, additional load
Ericsson think TEI-18 can be looked at sooner than 2022
QC unclear how many TU’s there will be for TEI-18, don’t want to discuss them until this is known
The SA2 Chair suggested that the discussion on TEI-18 planning can be continued, no decision on this yet (Slide 7 to be discussed further).
Samsung suggested we shouldn’t pre-determine that SIDs cannot be agreed in May
Thales asked for confirmation that email discussion can happen in May, and this was confirmed, but there should be no assumption of agreement on a SID by a company if they do not comments
Huawei think a first round of feedback in May is valuable
CATT agree with Huawei and support further discussion after the meeting
Ericsson suggested using the discussions reflector to capture discussion on the SIDs
Perspecta: OK to submit SIDs in August? The SA2 Chair confirmed yes. 
Lenovo suggested not handling Rel-18 in May
Nokia suggested not having revisions of the SIDs in the May meeting
QC: Have moderated email discussion on SIDs between May and August meetings
It was confirmed that Rel-18 SIDs/WIDs can be submitted to the May meeting, but they are for information, and there should be no assumption of agreement on a Rel-18 SID/WID by a company if they do not comment.
It was endorsed that Rel-18 SIDs must contain TU estimates. It was clarified that TU estimates should be based on as if we would have a face to face meetings.
3 Agenda for SA2#145 
AI 2.2 added for handling SA2 elections 
Ericsson have concern about deadline for exception sheets. It was confirmed that exception sheets can be revised after the deadline until the conference call, and they can also be submitted to Plenary
DT, MediaTek asked about using NWM tools for emails discussions on SIDs after the meeting. The SA2 Chair clarified that SA Plenary will try out the tool first, and then rolled out to the WGs. Workshops on the new tool will be organized by MCC.
There was also discussion on how best to capture all the comments, MediaTek suggested the author will capture company comments in a separate document. This will be discussed further offline.
