SA2 would like to thank CT4 for the LS on UPF support for multiple network slices.
SA2 has discussed the questions and would like to provide the following replies:
CT4 Q1: Do SA2 and SA5 think that the second solution is a valuable optional alternative to the existing solution?
SA2 reply: Yes. There are different requirements under various business scenarios where one UPF is shared by multiple network slices. The second solution can provide the flexibility to fulfil the various requirements and different implementations. Therefore, it is considered as a valuable alternative.
