1.3	 Justification
The support of wireline access has been specified in TS 23.501 and in TS 23.316 in Rel-16. However some scenarios have not been solved due to additional issues recognised during the normative phase and not addressed or partially solved during Rel-16 study. To better support Wireline access in 5G system and Trusted Non-3GPP Access network, the issues not solved need further studies in Rel-18.
In addition, it is proposed to further study in Rel-18 the scenarios with two layers of RG (where for example a landlord or operator deploy a CPE/RG in a building and connectivity is provided to each single apartment where a 5G-RG is deployed by single owner with a subscription which may be different from those of the CPE). It is also proposed to further study whether enhancements are needed to support the capability to move an RG to a different location with automatically update of the subscription.
The community WiFi is a way to increase the WLAN footprint connectivity by operator via the sharing of the RG connectivity by means of WLAN provided by RG advertising national unique SSIDs which allows the customers to identify and connect to the operator network. 
1.4	 Objective
The following aspects have been postponed from R16 normative work and in R18 study will consider the improvement of specification (e.g. architecture and procedures) for the topics listed in the following:
-	Trusted Non-3GPP access network
-	Whether and how to support inter-TNGF mobility for UE accessing via trusted non-3GPP access network.
-	Whether and how to support mobility between 3GPP access network and trusted Non-3GPP access network for N5CW device.
-	Whether it is needed and how to improve mobility restriction granularity from TA granularity to a finer granularity.
· Whether and how to possible improve the support of MA PDU session for 5G-RG, based on the improvement of ATSSS_Ph2 resulting from R17 ATSSS_Ph2.
· How to improve the support of QoS and charging for UE connected behind an RG via Untrusted and Trusted Non-3GPP access solution.
The in R18 study will consider the improvement of specification (e.g. architecture and procedures) for supporting the new topics listed in the following:
-	Whether and how to support the scenario with two layers of RGs, i.e. 5G-RGs that are connected via another 5G-RG to the same or different 5GC. 
-	Whether and how to improve the support of devices connecting behind 5G-RG to enable community WiFi and network control based on association between the devices and the 5G-RG.
-	Whether and how the 5G-RG subscription is getting an automatic update when it is moved to a different location.
-	FWA as a slice.
-	Whether and how to support separate IPTV access rights for multiple STB(s) under the coverage of the same RG.
Co-ordination with BBF and CableLabs will take place as needed during the study.
2	Conclusion and Proposal
Comments are appreciated, and based on the feedback we will propose a new SID on support for 5WWC, Phase 2 in the next meeting. 
The study are proposed to be implemented in Rel-18 time frame.
