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1. Overall Description:
SA has aproved MINT work item in SP-210582 for Rel-17 work based on CT study and conclusions in TR 24.811. 
SA2 has started normative work and agreed the attached CRs. SA2 would like to highlight some open areas to consider and provide feedback, if any:
1. The PLMN providing disaster roaming service is normally the PLMN without roaming agreement with the UE’s HPLMN. The communication between PLMNs via 3GPP defined protocols shall be enabled when the disaster condition is applied in order to provide services to these UEs.
2. The serving PLMN, i.e. the disaster roaming service provider, will provide roaming service indication to the HPLMN during communication with AUSF and UDM. 
3. The disaster roaming indication from AMF to other NFs, besides AUSF and UDM, is FFS.

To SA3: SA2 kindly asks SA3 to take the above information into consideration and update the corresponding specifications, as needed, under their responsibility.
 To CT4: SA2 kindly asks CT4 to take the above information into consideration and update the corresponding specifications, as needed, under their responsibility and provide any feedback as appropriate.
To CT1: SA2 kindly asks CT1 to take the above information into consideration and update corresponding specifications. SA2 also would like to understand the CT1 view related delivery of the “list of PLMNs to be used in Disaster Condition” after successful registration procedure (e.g. if AMF is involved in the formulation of the list).
