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1. Overall Description:
SA2 thanks RAN3 for received LS on UE location aspects in NTN.
SA2 would provide the following answer to the question raised by RAN3:
· Question 1: RAN3 requests SA2 to confirm that it is acceptable that, in some cases, the CGI contained in the ULI at initial access may represent a geographical area larger than typical TN cell coverage areas, and which may possibly span the area of multiple TACs
Answer from SA2: 
If a UE accesses to 5GC via NR satellite access, the procedures refer to initial access, such as registration, PDU session establishment can be successful implemented. However, if the CGI represents a geographical area larger than TN cell coverage areas, it may cause the following issues: 
· In order to ensure that the regulatory requirements are met, a UE is capable of determine the country of it’s physically location and choosing a PLMN which is allowed in the country to access. If the geographical area indicated by a CGI is large enough, especially spans across multiple countries, the UE location represented by the CGI may reduce PLMN selection efficiency and will further affect access efficiency
· Location based services. For example, location based charging for a UE or precise paging of a UE for supporting emergency call will be based on CGI in which the UE is camping. If the coverage area identified by CGI in NTN is larger than TN cell coverage area, it would affect the accuracy of the UE location, then cases mentioned above would be effected.
