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	In the LS S2-2103770, RAN2 asked feasibility from NAS layer for the use of “option 2: AS indicates all received TAC(s) for one PLMN to NAS layer”. Based on the reply LS, SA2 and CT1 have already agreed that option is feasible. SA2 thinks there are some other aspects related to supporting multiple TACs, such as how Service Area Restrictions and Forbidden Areas would be supported.

For multiple TACs case, UE cannot know its current location through SI so that UE cannot know if it is in a Service Restrictions Area or Forbidden Area. UE may initiate other NAS requests and NG-RAN will send multiple TACs to AMF. The key point is that the UE and AMF do not know where the UE is currently located. So, when the AMF receive two TACs, AMF proceeds with the NAS procedure, and initiate LCS procedure to check the UE location and indicate the current TA to UE by using Configuration Update Command.
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5.4.11.4		Verification of UE location
In order to ensure that the regulatory requirements are met, the network may be configured to enforce that the selected PLMN is allowed to operate in the country of the UE location by verifying the UE location during Mobility Management and Session Management procedures. In this case, when the AMF receives a NGAP message containing User Location Information for a UE using NR satellite access, the AMF may decide to verify the UE location. If the AMF determines based on the Selected PLMN ID and ULI (including Cell ID) received from the gNB that it is not allowed to operate at the present UE location the AMF should reject the request and inform the UE of the country of the UE location.
If the AMF, based on the ULI, is not aware of the UE location with sufficient accuracy to make a final decision, the AMF proceeds with the Mobility Management or Session Management procedure and may initiate UE location procedure, as specified in clause 6.10.1 of TS 23.273 [87], to determine the UE location. In case of a NAS procedure, the AMF should either reject any NAS request targeted towards a PLMN that is not allowed to operate at the known UE location and indicate a suitable Cause value and, if known in AMF, the country of the UE location, or accept the NAS procedure and later deregister the UE once the UE location is known.
In the case of a handover procedure, if the (target) AMF determines that it is not allowed to operate at the current UE location, the AMF either rejects the handover, or accepts the handover and later deregisters the UE.
A radio cell for NR satellite access may indicate support for one or more TACs for each PLMN and AMF may receive one or more TACs in the ULI during Mobility Management and Session Management procedures. If the AMF, based on the ULI, receives more than one TACs and cannot be aware of the UE location with sufficient accuracy to make a final decision, AMF proceeds with the Mobility Management or Session Management procedure, initiates LCS procedure as specified in clause 6.10.1 of TS 23.273 [87] to determine the UE location and later indicates the current TA to UE by using UE Configuration Update Command once the UE location is known.
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
