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Abstract of the contribution: The pCR is proposed to clarify the Target Info for Group Member Discovery in clause 5.8.1 of TS 23.304.

In clause 5.8.1.8, the description of User Info ID is:

The definition of User Info ID in clause 3.1 and the description in clause 5.1.2.1 are shown as below:

Terms

User Info ID: The User Info ID is configured for Model A or Model B Direct Discovery either for public safety or commercial applications based on the policy of the HPLMN or via the ProSe application server that allocates it. The User Info ID is sent by the announcing or discoverer or discoveree UE over the air. The definition of values of User Info ID is out of scope of this specification.

The following sets of information for 5G ProSe Direct Discovery over PC5 reference point is provisioned to the UE:

Group Member Discovery parameters:

For each discovery group that the UE belongs to include the following parameters that enable the UE to perform Group Member Discovery when provisioned in ME from PCF or configured in UICC:

Application Layer Group ID: Identifies an application layer group or a discovery group that the UE belongs to;

Layer-2 Group ID: layer-2 ID for Application Layer Group ID;

-
User Info ID: For Model A, this corresponds to the Announcer Info parameter when the UE is acting as an announcing UE. For Model B, this corresponds to the Discoverer Info in Solicitation messages and the Discoveree Info in Response messages, when the UE is acting as a discoverer or discoveree UE respectively.

From the definition of User Info ID, it is configured for Model A or Model B Direct Discovery either for public safety or commercial applications and it is sent by the announcing or discoverer or discoveree UE. So these three Info including Announcer Info, Discoverer Info, and Discoveree Info could be seen as the type of User Info ID. While Target info, which is the information about the targeted discoverees (single user or group), is provided by the upper layers of the UE for the Group Member Discovery. So Target info in not one kind of User Info ID.
It is proposed to modify the description of Target Info accordingly.
