The remaining alignment work can be done when feedback is received and do not require an additional exception. Samsung commented that there are some editor's notes for non-alignment (e.g. ProSe ID) which are unresolved. Vodafone commented that exception sheets should be used to indicate the outstanding work. The SA WG2 Chair replied that the dependency work can be reported in the Chair report to TSG SA and the alignment work done without an additional exception sheet. MCC reported that in TSG SA#92-e it was agreed that further exceptions most likely will not be granted in TSG SA and that only work dependent on other WGs will be handled. eEDGE_5GC: Huawei commented that all issues were resolved apart from a dependency on other WGs. The remaining alignment work can be done when feedback is received and do not require an additional exception. 
S2-210xxxx_eEdge_5GC_Exception_r2 was provided in the CC#5 folder. Lenovo commented that if it is agreed to have an exception sheet for this, then some modification will be needed for the contentious issue. The SA WG2 Chair clarified that either this can be included in the TS cover sheet or an exception sheet can be provided, but in either case, consensus will be needed to agree the SA WG2 output. Verizon agreed with Qualcomm that the best way is to provide an exception sheet and see whether TSG SA grants it. Qualcomm commented that if there are contentious issues then it is unlikely that consensus will be reached for an exception sheet to continue working on them.
Concerns or objections sending exception sheet to TSG SA:	3
There is always the option for companies to propose an exception to TSG SA directly. TSG SA could also grant SA WG2 further time to work on the outstanding issues.
S2-2106268r01: This was marked as 95% complete and for TSG SA approval. The contentious issues should be updated to include unresolved issues. Ericsson commented that there are Cat B CRs being postponed which would need to be presented again as Cat F. Huawei explained that currently the functionality is not in the TS, but the basic framework will be included in the version under change control which can be updated with Cat F CRs. Qualcomm suggested that an Exception request should also be provided in order to clarify that there is more work to be done. Vodafone commented that the CR category issue should be captured in the outstanding issues and to include the contentious issue in the outstanding issues. Apple asked to correct DSN to DNS. Qualcomm asked to remove 'Whether and' in the outstanding and contentious issues. Vivo asked to keep this. Huawei accepted to remove 'Whether and'. It was agreed to move forward by removing 'Whether and'. S2-2106268r01 with changes was agreed. this was revised to S2-2106823, which was approved.

eV2XARC_Ph2: LGE reported that this is considered complete with only the final issue of the exception sheet which has RAN WG2 dependency which if needed, can be done with alignment CRs.

eNPN: Ericsson reported that the outstanding parts of the exception sheet are dependent on other CT WG1, SA WG3, which can be done with alignment CRs.

MUSIM: Intel reported that the outstanding issue is summarized in the slide: SA2#146E_MUSIM_Exception1_CC5.pptx which asks whether some CRs can be approved to resolve this, otherwise nothing will be specified in Rel-17.

Vivo commented that it should be clarified whether the alternative to this is illegal paging operations, as stated by the documents, as if it is then they would support this. An LS to CT WG1 should be created for this. Intel preferred not to send an LS to CT WG1, but to send an exception sheet to TSG SA. Nokia commented that it would be useful to ask TSG SA their view on choice of solutions where there may be energy saving advantages, as small savings can have a good cumulative effect. The SA WG2 Chair asked whether the CR can be technically endorsed and an LS sent to CT WG1 on this. Intel commented that the LS is not helpful as the response will not change the definition of the trigger in the CR. S2-2105489r01 was revised to S2-2106824, which was technically endorsed. MCC clarified that technically endorsed CRs will not be provided to TSG SA from SA WG2.
Nokia provided the following statement regarding S2-2105489r01/S2-2106824:
Nokia wants to deliver a solution for 5GS on Paging collision Avoidance in Rel-17, but desires to proceed with the more energy efficient option in S2-2105975 including an information allowing the UE to provide guidance to the network assisting the 5G-GUTI assignment with the aim to influence the PO/PF timing, like in EPS the UE can provide an IMSI OFFSET.
IIoT: Nokia reported that all open items in the exception are complete and only Cat F CRs are now expected.

eLCS_ph2: CATT reported that there are only issues awaiting feedback from RAN WG2 outstanding. The remaining alignment work can be done when feedback is received and do not require an additional exception.


4	Items in Agenda 9.X, TS/TR Coversheet, Rel-18 SID (determine if we can technically endorse revised Rel-18 SIDs).
NEW SIDs:
The SA WG2 Chair asked whether the SIDs that have been revised and marked 'NOTED (to be used as a basis for further discussion)' can be technically endorsed.
Huawei asked what is meant by technically endorsed, as these should preferable be marked 'endorsed'. S2-2106322 is a merge of a number of proposals and asked that this is also used as a basis for further work. The SA WG2 Chair replied that this had some fundamental issues raised on some objectives, but we can mark them simply as Endorsed. Qualcomm commented that there are some of the SIDs that they do not agree with and cannot endorse them, suggesting to leave them as noted as they are now. MediaTek agreed with Qualcomm and acknowledged that good progress had been made but further discussion is needed. Ericsson agreed that these cannot be endorsed now although good scope reduction has been done, more discussion is needed based on these SIDs. China Mobile supported endorsing the SIDs which have no issues in order to use as a stable basis for work in 2021/Q4. Peraton Labs commented that they would like to provide a new revision for a SID. The SA WG2 Chair replied that revisions will be necessary for some of the SIDs.
Nokia commented (also over e-mail) that they accept to "endorse as basis of further discussion at SA WG2 in Q4" the SID(s) that are currently Noted with remark "basis for future discussion" in the Chair notes (and other SID(s) SHALL NOT be discussed today):
-	with a Note telling that none of the objectives in the endorsed documents needs to be assumed as already agreed to be included in the SID (or that some objectives are still raising concern). This Note could be an EN in the endorsed SID itself or a statement in the SA WG2 meeting report;
-	with proper TU estimates (some are obviously under estimated);
-	and with a note in the SA WG2 meeting report that the endorsed SIDs are not meant to go to TSG SA for approval by means of a company input.

Huawei had issues with some of the objectives in some SIDs and did not wish to endorse them. Vodafone asked where the latest revisions are to be found. It was acknowledged that the revisions in the Chair notes should be in the revisions folder, and other revisions that are considered may be in other folders.
It was decided to leave the status as already provided in the Chair Notes. 
Xiaomi asked how concerns should be taken forward for the SIDs. The SA WG2 Chair clarified that there are some SIDs which have many objections which were left as noted, some which reached agreement on all but a few objectives which were considered for endorsement. This was in order to provide a set of endorsed SIDs to provide to TSG SA, but it does not seem likely that such a list will be able to be provided. Lenovo asked whether the uploaded versions can contain editor's notes. This is allowed as the SIDs will not be approved, but approved SIDs cannot contain editor's notes. Thales asked whether this allows work to continue within 2021/Q4. As nothing is being endorsed, further updates to the SID proposals can be worked on. China Telecom asked whether only endorsed items can be included in the subset of Rel‑18 work items for TSG SA. The SA WG2 Chair clarified that there will be no input from SA WG2 and companies will need to provide input directly to TSG SA. Vivo commented that all the SIDs are likely to be modified next time they are provided so the content should not be relied upon at this point. OPPO commented that a lot of work has gone into the provision and discussion of SIDs and some company objections without any technical reasoning has been disappointing and asked companies to be more reasonable in future meetings. Samsung asked that the work invested at this meeting is not lost and discussions build upon the output and asked what is expected at the September 2021 TSG SA meeting. The SA WG2 Chair replied that details on what is to be achieved at the September TSG SA meeting will be provided by SA Chair, but companies may submit input there. Nokia commented that SIDs should be agreed in SA WG2 before being sent to TSG SA as the detailed analysis of the SIDs should not be done there, adding that the list of noted SIDs should provide an indication of the extent of Rel‑18 proposals under consideration in SA WG2. The SA WG2 Chair clarified that the Status to TSG SA will be that nothing could be agreed or endorsed in SA WG2. Deutsche Telekom asked whether the individual company SID contributions to be submitted to TSG SA Plenary or the Rel‑18 Workshop. Ericsson commented that as this is under SA WG2 responsibility, the planned Work Planning conference Call could handle this topic. The TSG SA Chair commented that he was hoping for an input from SA WG2 with a number of SIDs which look likely to progress to TSG SA for approval. The SA Rel‑18 Workshop is not for SID input, but only presentations on the proposed Rel‑18 content. Any company which wishes their SID to be included in the December 2021 Rel‑18 prioritisation exercise should provide them to TSG SA in September 2021. Approval of any SID will only be done from the December 2021 TSG SA meeting, so providing input for September should not be avoided on the basis that they will be approved in September 2021.
