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	Reason for change:
	How to identify the traffic that the UE invokes the UE-assistance mode and requests the UPF to consider the similar behaviour for DL is missing in the specification. 
As discussed in S2-21XXXX, it is proposed to apply the packet filter based solution for the UE to indicate the traffic for which UE-assistance mode is activated, so that the UPF can create the UE assisted DL distribution rules based on the UL traffic description information and the UL distribution information, and store these new rules in the UPF side. These UE assisted DL distribution rules have higher priority than the DL distribution rule defined in the MAR rule. So if there is a valid UE assisted DL distribution rules, the DL packet will apply the UE assisted DL distribution rule. 
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	  Apply the packet filter based solution for the UE to indicate the traffic for which UE-assistance mode is activated to the UPF.
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If the UE receives the UE-assistance indicator in an ATSSS rule (as specified in clause 5.32.8) and the UE decides to apply a different UL traffic distribution for an SDF than the default UL traffic distribution indicated in the Steering Mode component of the ATSSS rule (e.g. because the UE is running out of battery), then the following applies:
-	The UE may send a PMF-UAD (UE Assistance Data) message to UPF that contains information specifying the UL traffic distribution applied by the UE for a particular SDF.
-	A PMF-UAD message contains: (a) UL traffic filter correlation information that allows the UPF to identify the associated DL SDF, and (b) UL Distribution Info, identifying how the UL traffic of the SDF is distributed by the UE.
Editor's note:	The correlation information is information that identifies an existing SDF in both UE and UPF, and could be new information included in the ATSSS rule and in the N4 rules, or it could be existing information such as an ATSSS rule ID that would then need to be sent also from SMF to UPF. The details of the correlation information are FFS.
Editor's note:	It is FFS whether the UE, when it decides to apply a different UL distribution, can change to an arbitrary traffic split percentage or whether the UE would change to using a single access for the SDF. It is further FFS whether the UL Distribution Info needs to contain the traffic split percentage if changed, or whether it can contain a preferred access for DL.
-	The UPF may apply the information in a received PMF-UAD message to align the DL traffic distribution for an SDF with the UL traffic distribution applied by the UE for the same SDF, and creates the UE assisted DL distribution rules based on these information. The UE assisted DL distribution rule has higher priority than the DL distribution rule defined in the MAR rule. If the UE-assistance mode is terminated, the UPF deletes the related UE assisted DL distribution rule.
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
