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Abstract: This contribution proposes to add the description for Mobility restriction for 5G ProSe UE-to-Network Relay.

Introduction
According to TS 23.501, Mobility Restrictions restrict mobility handling or service access of a UE. Same principle shall apply to 5G ProSe UE-to-Network Relay.

Proposal
It is proposed to capture the following new subclause into TS 23.304.

5.X
Mobility restriction for 5G ProSe UE-to-Network Relay
When the 5G ProSe UE-to-Network Relay is subject to mobility restrictions, the 5G ProSe UE-to-Network Relay acts as a UE specified in clause 5.3.4.1 of TS 23.501 [4] with following differences:
· In a Forbidden Area, both 5G ProSe Layer-2 UE-to-Network Relays and Layer-3 UE-to-Network Relays release PC5 connections with 5G ProSe Remote UEs and stop UE-to-Network relay service.
· In a Non-Allowed Area, the Layer-2 5G ProSe UE-to-Network Relay may initiate service request procedure to enter CM-CONNECTED state in order to provide UE-to-Network relay service, but the User Plane resources for Layer-2 5G ProSe UE-to-Network Relay shall not be activated. In this case, the UE shall send Service Request message with an indication that the message is exempted from restriction (e.g. Non-Allowed Area) as specified in clause 4.2.3 of TS 23.502 [5]
· In a Non-Allowed Area, the Layer-3 UE-to-Network Relays release PC5 connections with 5G ProSe Remote UEs and stop UE-to-Network relay service.

A 5G ProSe Remote UE may also be subject to mobility restrictions as specified in TS 23.501 [4] when the 5G ProSe Remote UE accesses the network via a Layer-2 5G ProSe UE-to-Network Relay.
