The UDM stores the subscription information to give the user permission to use multicast services, which include the MBS subscription data for a UE in UE subscription data.
At any time, the operator may change the MBS subscription data for a UE subscription for multicast services in the UDM.
The MBS subscription data in UE subscription data contains the following information:
-	Indication of whether the UE is authorized to use multicast MBS service (i.e. receive any multicast MBS session data at all).
-	MBS Session ID(s) of the multicast session(s) that the UE is allowed to join.
NOTE:	The MBS session IDs only apply for MBS sessions which are not open to any UE. The SMF only takes this information in consideration for the authorization of a UE to join an MBS session decides whether an MBS session is open to any UE based on the indication if received from the MB-SMFwhen being informed by the MB-SMF that the MBS session is not open to any UE. 
The MBS subscription data is provided by the UDM to the SMF during or after the establishment procedure of PDU Session associated with multicast session(s) using Nudm_SDM service for subscription data type "MBS subscription data" as defined in clause 7.2.1.2.
During multicast session join procedure, the SMF retrieves MBS Session information from the MB-SMF, and authorizes the MBS Session join request for the UE based on MBS subscription data of the UE and the MBS Session information as described in clause 7.2.1.
The UDR is updated by the UDM or the NEF/MBSF and stores the MBS data (as specified in clause 4.15.6.2 of TS 23.502 [6]), i.e. authorization information by the AF and/or the 5GC per MBS Session, which contains the following information:

-	For each MBS Session ID:
-	Internal Group Identifier, SUPI list or Any UE indication which indicates which UEs are entitled to join the MBS Session identified by the MBS Session ID;
