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	Reason for change:
	The current text in clause 5.15.11.0 specifies that NSAC exemption is performed in the AMF (for NSAC for maximum number of UEs) or in the SMF (for NSAC for maximum number of PDU Sessions). 

However, the following scenarios are possible:
· The UE initially registers with the S-NSSAI (or establish PDU Session) for non-priority service. The AMF or SMF perform the NSAC procedure. Afterwards a critical/priority service is started. The question occurs: does the AMF or SMF trigger the NSAC procedure to inform the NSACF that the S-NSSAI or PDU Session is used for critical/priority service?
· The UE initially registers with the S-NSSAI (or establish PDU Session) for priority service. The AMF or SMF skips the NSAC procedure. Afterwards the critical/priority service is terminated. The question occurs: does the AMF or SMF trigger the NSAC procedure although the UE is already registered? 

It is proposed that the AMF or SMF updates the NSACF when the service using an S-NSSAI (or corresponding PDU Session) changes from critical/priority service to non-priority service and vice-versa. 

	
	

	Summary of change:
	It is proposed that the AMF or SMF trigger the NSAC procedure towards the NSACF and indicate whether the type of service used over the S-NSSAI is a critical/priority service (e.g. Emergency, MPS, MCS). The NSACF may exempt such a request from counting towards the maximum number of UEs (respectively PDU Sessions). When the service using an S-NSSAI (or corresponding PDU Session) changes from critical/priority service to non-priority service and vice-versa, the AMF or SMF sends an update to the NSACF.

	The use case of change of the status of critical/priority service is not specified. The NSACF does not track the number of UE or PDU Sessions using a critical/priority service.

The Network Slice Admission Control Function (NSACF) monitors and controls the number of registered UEs per network slice and the number of PDU Sessions per network slice for the network slices that are subject to Network Slice Admission Control (NSAC). The NSACF is also configured with the information indicating which access type is specified for the S-NSSAI subject to NSAC (i.e. 3GPP Access Type, Non-3GPP Access Type, or both).
The NSACF also provides event based Network Slice status notifications and reports to the consumer NF (e.g. AF).
Multiple NSACFs may be deployed in a network. One NSACF may be responsible for one or more S-NSSAIs in a service area. Within a service area, one S-NSSAI is handled by one NSACF, which can be one NSACF instance or one NSACF Set. A PLMN may have one or more service areas.
Each NSACF is configured with the maximum number of UEs per network slice and the maximum number of PDU Sessions per network slice which are allowed to be served by each network slice that is subject to NSAC.
Subject to operator policy and national/regional regulations, the AMF may exempt from NSAC for the network slices that the AMF has determined to include Emergency, Critical and Priority services (e.g. MCS, MPS) may be exempted. and the following applies:
[bookmark: _Hlk84886252]-	When the Registration Type indicates Emergency Registration or the establishment cause is associated with priority services (e.g. MPS, MCS), for the S-NSSAI to be subject to NSAC, or has been included in the Allowed NSSAI and is subject to NSAC, if the S-NSSAI is included in the Emergency Configuration Data, the AMF decides that thesends an update request to the NSACF indicating that the S-NSSAI is used for Emergency, Critical and Priority servicesmay be exempt from NSAC. Correspondingly, when an Emergency, Critical and Priority service is terminated and the UE remains registered with the S-NSSAI, the AMF sends an update request to the NSACF indicating that the S-NSSAI is used for non-priority service. 
-	When the emergency PDU Session is requested to be established or a priority header is received from the AMF during PDU Session establishment, if the S-NSSAI is subject to NSAC, the SMF decides thatsends an update request to the NSACF indicating that  may be skipped for the S-NSSAI is used for Emergency, Critical and Priority service. Correspondingly, when an Emergency, Critical and Priority service is terminated and the UE continues to use the PDU Session, the SMF sends an update request to the NSACF indicating that the PDU Session is used for non-priority service.
The NSACF decides to When NSAC is exempted the request from AMF or SMF for the S-NSSAI., the AMF and the SMF skip the corresponding NSAC procedure for the S-NSSAI, i.e.The NSACF does not count this UEs (respectively PDU Session) using Emergency, Critical and Priority service is not counted towards the maximum number of UEs (respectively PDU Sessions). The NSACF may maintain a current number of UEs using non-priority service (i.e. for which the NSAC is applied) and a current number of UEs using Emergency, Critical and Priority service (i.e. for which the NSAC is exempted).
