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1. Overall Description:
SA2 would like to thank RAN2 for the LS (S2-2107044/ R2-2109114). SA2 has agreed the following answer for the question raised in the LS (S2-2107044/ R2-2109114):
Question: Can CT1/SA2 to confirm that the R17 SNPN-capable UEs that are not in SNPN Access Mode and R17 Non-SNPN capable UEs cannot camp on an SNPN cell supporting emergency services to obtain emergency services via any SNPN.
Answer: In case the R17 SNPN-capable UE is registered in SNPN (therefore operates in SNPN Access Mode) uses the Emergency Services Support indicator provided in NAS in order to determine whether Emergency Services are supported in current Registration Area. On the other hand, in case the R17 SNPN-capable UE is in limited service state and is not registered in SNPN or PLMN there is a disagreement in SA2 whether the UE is considered to operate in SNPN Access Mode and therefore not camp on any available acceptable cell from SNPN or PLMN. 
TS 23.501 contains the following text in clause 5.30.2.4.1 
“If the UE is in limited service state, the UE shall attempt to camp on an acceptable cell of any available SNPN supporting emergency calls (irrespective of SNPN ID or GIN) or on any available PLMN supporting emergency calls (irrespective of PLMN ID).”
And clause 5.16.4.1:
“For Emergency Services over NR via SNPN, other than eCall over IMS the UEs in limited service state determine that the cell supports Emergency Services over NR from a broadcast indicator in AS and indication that the SNPN supports Emergency Services.”
The text quoted above is inline also with the TR 23.700-07 conclusions of the related study and reflects the requirement that the UE should be able to perform emergency call as soon as possible and ideally camp on an acceptable cell already before the user performs the emergency call.
If CT1 and RAN2 believes that the above requirement can be fulfilled while keeping the UE in SNPN Access Mode or switching to PLMN Access Mode before the user performs the emergency call, SA2 can update the specifications according to the RAN2 and CT1 decisions. 
SA2 confirms that R17 SNPN-capable UEs that are not in SNPN Access Mode and R17 Non-SNPN capable UEs cannot camp on an SNPN cell supporting emergency services to obtain emergency services via any SNPN.
