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1. Overall Description:
SA2 thanks CT1 for the LS on network slice admission control for SNPN onboarding. 
CT1 stated:
For onboarding of UEs for SNPN, when the onboarding network is an SNPN, CT1 noted that the configuration information in the UE does not include any S-NSSAI used for onboarding, the UE does not include a Requested NSSAI to the AMF during the registration for onboarding and the S-NSSAI included in the AMF Onboarding Configuration Data is used for onboarding.
For onboarding of UEs for SNPN, when the onboarding network is a PLMN, CT1 noted that the subscription data of a UE shall contain the DNN/S-NSSAI used for onboarding.
CT1 also noted the Network Slice Admission Control Function (NSACF) has provided the admission control per network slice under eNS_Ph2, including maximum number of UEs per network slice and maximum number of PDU sessions per network slice.
CT1 asked:
CT1 would like to ask SA2 when the UE is registering or registered for onboarding services in SNPN or PLMN, whether the network slice admission control needs to be performed for slice(s) used for onboarding or not?

SA2 discussed the question and agreed that the network slice used for onboarding is exempted from admission control performed by NSAC, as per attached CR.
