A consumer NF (e.g. AF) can subscribe with the NSACF for Network Slice status notifications and reports. Upon such subscription, the NSACF can provide event based notifications and reports to the consumer NF (e.g. to AF via NEF) related to the current number of UEs registered for a network slice or the current number of PDU Sessions established on a network slice or both. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]If there are multiple NSACFs for one S-NSSAI, and AF subscribes the network slice status through NEF, the AF should provide serving area information to help NEF select a specific NSACF. 
NOTE: If NEF finds more than one NSACFs under the serving area AF provides, NEF responses failure for AF subscription in this release.
If the consumer NF is trust AF, it may query the NRF directly to find the NSACF(s) and subscribe the network slice status for each NSACF directly based on trust AF requirement.
