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1. Overall Description:
SA2 thanks RAN for the LS on EPS support for IoT NTN in Rel-17 and for checking SA2’s view on the support of support discontinuous coverage and WUS in R17. Also thanks RAN2 for the LS on supporting discontinuous coverage in IoT NTN.
SA2 has discussed this issue and would provide the following answer to the question raised by RAN:
TSG SA, SA2 to reconsider supporting new functionality to support discontinuous coverage;
SA2 Answer: SA2 plans to develop solutions to support discontinuous coverage for 5G NR in R18, and we believe common solutions can be applied to both 5GC and EPC. Furthermore, the solution needs to be studied first which has not been done in SA2; however,  we are already at the end of R17 timeframe. Hence, we will not consider it in R17 for LTE_NBIOT_eMTC_NTN.
TSG RAN notes that SA2 decided not to support WUS, assuming it was not discussed in RAN for Rel-17 IoT NTN. TSG RAN would like to emphasize that work to support WUS in IoT NTN is indeed ongoing, with RAN2 concluding the existing WUS mechanism can be reused without enhancement (except for minor enhancements if needed to support discontinuous coverage). TSG RAN would therefore like to ask TSG SA, SA2, CT and  CT1 to ensure WUS is not excluded.
SA2 Answer: Since WUS is used together with eDRX, which may be potentially reused as the solution to support discontinuous coverage, we will develop the solution together with discontinuous coverage in R18, i.e. WUS will not be consider in R17 for LTE_NBIOT_eMTC_NTN.
2. Actions:
To RAN, RAN2
ACTION: 	RAN takes the above SA2 answer into account to determine the objective of EPS support for IoT NTN in Rel-17.
