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1. Overall Description:

SA2 would like to thank CT1 for the questions on the applicability of the rejected NSSAI due to the maximum number of UEs.
SA2 would like to point out that the NSAC procedure is performed per S-NSSAI in each PLMN basis. When the registration area includes TAIs belonging to different PLMNs, and the S-NSSAI is subject to NSAC in the each PLMN, the AMF shall perform NSAC procedure for the S-NSSAI in the each PLMN. If the NSAC procedure fails in one PLMN the AMF should remove the S-NSSAI from the allowed NSSAI. 
Since S-NSSAI in different equivalent PLMN may have different maximum value for number of UE and different NSACFs, it is possible that the S-NSSAI is available in some PLMNs but not available in other PLMNs. Therefore the rejected S-NSSAI due to the maximum number of UEs cannot be applicable for all PLMNs in the registration area. SA2 agreed that rejected NSSAI due to the maximum number of UEs is only applicable for serving PLMN. SA2 agreed the attached CR.
