UAS NF stores the UAV UEs UUAA context after successful UUAA procedure as explained in clause 5.2.2.2 for UUAA-MM and in clause 5.2.3.2 for UUAA-SM procedure.
1.	The USS sends Naf_Auth_notification to UAS NF for authorization revocation. The USS includes GPSI, CAA-Level UAV ID, cause of revocation, PDU Session IP address if available in the authorization revocation request.
2.	UAS NF retrieves the UAV UE's stored UUAA context. From the stored UUAA context the UAS NF determines the target AMF or SMF for sending the notification.
3a or 3b.	The UAS NF sends Nnef_Auth_Notification request to notify the target NF, i.e. either the AMF or the SMF that the UAV is not authorized anymore.
4.	The UAS NF responds back to the USS indicating that authorization revocation request has been successfully initiated.

7a.	If the target NF is AMF, the AMF initiates UCU procedure to inform the UE that UUA is revoked. The AMF shall also initiate the release of PDU Sessions related to UAS services.
7b. If the target NF is AMF, based on network policy the AMF may start network initiated de-registration process as described in clause 4.2.2.3.3 of TS 23.502 [3].
7c.	If the target NF is SMF, the SMF starts network initiated PDU session release process as described in clause 4.3.4 of TS 23.502 [3] to release the associated PDU session.

1a.	[Conditional] If the AMF has not subscribed during the UUAA-MM procedure, the AMF may subscribe to the UDM, based on network configuration, to be notified using Nudm_SDM_Subscribe when the aerial subscription in Access and Mobility Subscription Data is modified, UDM may subscribe to UDR by Nudr_DM_Subscribe.
1b.	[Conditional] If the SMF has not subscribed during the UUAA-SM procedure, the SMF may subscribe to the UDM, based on network configuration, to be notified using Nudm_SDM_Subscribe when the aerial subscription in Session Management Subscription Data is modified, UDM may subscribe to UDR by Nudr_DM_Subscribe.
2.	The USS subscribes to the UAS NF using Naf_Authentication_Notification for update authorization data. The USS includes GPSI, CAA-Level UAV ID and PDU Session IP address if available in the authorization update request.
3a.	The UAS NF may subscribe to the AMF using Nnef_Authentication_Notification Subscribe (GPSI,) to be notified when the network initiated revocation occurs, e.g. when the change of aerial subscription leads to the network initiated revocation.
3b. The UAS NF may subscribe to the SMF using Nnef_Authentication_Notification Notification Subscribe (GPSI, PDU Session IP address) to be notified when the network initiated revocation occurs, e.g. when the change of aerial subscription leads to the network initiated revocation.
4. The aerial subscription data in the UDM is changed as the UAV UE is not allowed to use UAS service anymore.
5a.	If the aerial subscription is changed in Access and Mobility Subscription Data in step 4, then the UDM sends Nudm_SDM_Notification to the AMF.
5b.	If the aerial subscription is changed in Session Management Subscription Data in step 4, then the UDM sends Nudm_SDM_Notification to the SMF.
6a.	The AMF notifies to the UAS NF that authorization data is updated using Nnef_Authentication_Notification Notify (GPSI, Cause of revocation which indicates the change of aerial subscription).
6b. The SMF notifies to the UAS NF that authorization data is updated using Nnef_Authentication_Notification Notify (GPSI, PDU Session IP address, Cause of revocation which indicates the change of aerial subscription).
7. The UAS NF notifies to the USS indicating that the network has initiated revocation. When the USS receives Naf_Authentication_Notification Notify message, the USS notices that the authorization revocation procedure is triggered by the network and the USS decides the corresponding actions.
8. If the USS decides to initiate UUAA revocation, step 1 to step 7 of USS/UTM initiated UUAA Revocation in Figure 5.2.7.1-1 are performed.
