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1. Overall Description:
[bookmark: _Toc83206926]In clause 5.2 and 6.8 of TS 23.247 v17.0.0, the function of interworking with LTE MBMS (i.e. eMBMS) has been specified. Annex A includes configuration variants that SA2 understands relevant for applications on how they utilise MBS. 
The MBSF and MBSTF are not involved in Transport Only Mode without interworking with LTE MBMS. In this case, the AF interacts either directly with the MB-SMF or indirectly via NEF (for AF outside the trusted domain). The MBS data are sent directly to the MB-UPF using Nmb6. 
If interworking with LTE MBMS is required, MBSF and MBSTF are used regardless of Transport Only Mode or Service Mode. In this case, the AF interacts with MBSF and MBSTF (or via NEF for AF outside the trusted domain), which also contains the BM-SC functionality as defined in clause 5.2 of TS 23.247. 
When AF interacts with MBSF and MBSTF for interworking with LTE MBMS for Transport Only Mode, do SA4/SA6 agree that the MBSF and MBSTF are desired to provide identical functionality / interfaces as MB-SMF and MB-UPF?
SA2 would like to understand if same principles of interworking with LTE MBMS for Transport Only Mode can be applied for Service Mode?
