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Abstract of the contribution: This paper proposes introducing support for location retrieval decoupling it of PCC rules (for example for SMS over IP) 
Discussion 

In SA2#142e there was an incoming LS from SA3-LI S2-2008329 requesting support for location retrieval for service SMS over IMS (MESSAGE support) in Rel-16. The functional support for location retrieval was introduced in TS 23.228, in CR S2-2009333.
However, we inadvertently overlooked updating TS 23.203/23.503 to provide such support as well. This is needed since currently 23.203/503 associates providing an access location for a UE only in the presence of PCC rules. This would not be the case for SMS over IMS.
Conclusion and proposal
It is proposed to allow the request of access network information at IP-CAN/PDU session level, decoupling it of PCC rules, so:

· When an AF requests the PCRF/PCF to report Access Network Information without providing service information, the PCRF/PCF shall set the Access Network Information parameters (User Location Report and UE Timezone Report) at IP-CAN/PDU session level and provision them together with the corresponding event trigger (Access Network Information report)

· If the ERF/SMF receives the event trigger for Access Network Information report and the request of access network information at IP-CAN/PDU session level, the ERF/SMF shall report the access network information requested to PCRF/PCF.
