5.4.11.Y	Service Areas and Forbidden Areas
Both an AMF and a UE shall consider that a radio cell is allowed for the UE as long as at least one TAC supported  by the radio cell for the RPLMN or equivalent to the RPLMN is not subject to a known restriction for a forbidden area, service area or RAT type.
When receiving a NAS Reject message from an AMF indicating a forbidden area, and where the serving radio cell indicates support for more than one TAC for the RPLMN or equivalent to the RPLMN, a UE shall consider that all TACs indicated by the radio cell for the RPLMN or equivalent to the RPLMN are forbidden.
