For L2 relay case, 
· The L2 Remote UE follows the handling principles of TS23.501 clause 5.3.4.1 and TS 24.501 clause 5.3.5 with no any other differences if it is in the Non-allowed area of its serving PLMN.
· The L2 relay UE may perform Relay operations e.g. Relay discovery or accept the relay connection setup since the traffic is for remote UE.
It is proposed that the above handlings can be used to resolve the above open issue.

UE that can't communicate with the network should not advertise itself as candidate Relay UE.
