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1. Overall Description:

SA2 would like to thank CT1 for the questions on the applicability of the rejected NSSAI due to the maximum number of UEs.

The applicability of the quota for a specific serving PLMN is specific to the serving PLMN since the serving AMF interacts with NSACF of the serving PLMN only, and does not apply to other PLMNs. Therefore, even if the maximum number is reached in the registered PLMN, this does not mean that the maximum number is reached in other PLMNs corresponding to the TAIs of such other PLMNs and present in the registration area. Note that, even if rejected NSSAI is applicable to registered PLMN only, there is no risk of UE trying to request the S-NSSAI for another PLMN within the TAI since the UE would first need to perform a PLMN change.
Therefore, SA2 would like to clarify to CT1 that the rejected NSSAI for the maximum number of UEs reached is applicable to the registered PLMN only.
