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1. Overall Description:
SA2 further discussed the SA3 question that was not answered by SA2 LS reply in S2-2107942 i.e. with regards to the order of the NSAC procedure and the NSSAA procedure when EAC mode is inactive. 

SA2 specifications at present define this behaviour depending on whether EAC is active or not (EAC is Early Admission Control, that requires the immediate execution of EAC before successfully completing the registration of establishment of a PDU session):

1) If EAC does not apply, NSAC is done after NSSAA. 
2) if EAC applies, then the order is not specified and can be subject to operator policy (e.g. the AMF can be configured to trigger NSSAA before or after NSAC).

SA2 could not reach an agreement on whether it is essential to mandate a specific order when EAC applies. If in this specific case there is a need from SA3 perspective to mandate a specific order, SA2 will reconsider and specify an order to be applied by the AMF.
