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Abstract of the contribution: this contribution proposes to add a new key issue for supporting UPF and EAS relocation for collections of UEs.
Introduction
The WT#6 of FS_EDGE_Ph2 is described as following:

WT#6 Investigate the potential need and solutions to influence of PSA-UPF and EAS (re)location for collection of UEs, e.g. in scenarios when UE(s) should use the same EAS and are not members of a pre-defined group.
Currently, some use cases (e.g. multi-user gaming or platooning) that the UEs use the same EAS, if the EAS is relocated due to internal triggers or UE mobility, the UPF(s) may also need to be relocated. It is proposed to study the potential need and solutions to influence of PSA-UPF and EAS (re)location for collection of UEs.
Proposal
The key issue “Influencing UPF and EAS relocation for collections of UEs” is proposed to be studied.

KI#4: Influencing UPF and EAS relocation for collections of UEs

5.4.1
Description

This key issue addresses the ability to influence PSA-UPF and EAS (re)location for collection of UEs in scenarios when UE(s) are not members of a pre-defined group and should be treated the same way, e.g. striving to use the same EAS for multi-user gaming or platooning, etc. while there is UEs mobility.

This key issue investigates the potential need and solutions to influence of PSA-UPF and EAS (re)location for collection of UEs, e.g. in scenarios when UE(s) should use the same EAS and are not members of a pre-defined group.
The following aspects shall be studied:
-    How to guarantee the same EAS is (re)selected by the collection of UEs? 
-    What information does the AF provide to network for assisting UP reconfiguration (e.g. UPF relocation)? 
-    How to coordinate the EAS and UPF(s) relocation synchronously for collection UEs?
-    What are the triggers, and which functional entities trigger the other serving UPFs (serving the same collection of UEs) relocation if one of serving UPFs is relocated?

Scenarios

The following scenarios will be investigated:
-   Only EAS relocation. This includes:
-
EAS relocation due to internal triggers, e.g. being congested or in outage condition, and the target DNAI can be served by current UPF, so no UPF relocation is triggered. 
-   EAS and UPF(s) relocation. This includes:
-
EAS relocation due to internal triggers and the target DNAI can’t be served by current UPF, so one or more UPFs (e.g. PSA, UL CL/BP) relocation are required. 
-
In UE mobility, one or more UPFs relocation is triggered, also the EAS relocation is required to serve the target DNAI(s).
