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Abstract: This contribution proposes a Key Issue for Objective #3 of FS_eNPN_Ph2. 
1. Introduction/Discussion
This contribution proposes the key issues to support PALS for NPN. According to the requirements from SA1, the following requirements related with PALS need to be addressed for NPN.
a.	Support of enabling Localized Services via a local hosting NPN e.g. by configuration of the local NPN  via interaction with localized service provider.
b.	Support for enabling UE to discover, select, access the local hosting NPN and the localized services via the hosting NPN with proper authorization.
-	Support for both UE configuration for discovery and selection, and user manual selection. 
c.	Support for what, how and when services are accessed via a specific network e.g. via home network or via other network (e.g. local hosting NPN).
NOTE:	The TS 22.261 requirements for Providing Access to Local Services related to Multicast/Broadcast are not part of this objective.

Editor's note:	This clause provides a description of the key issue.
According to the requirements from SA1, TS 22.261 [x] clause 6.41 describes the requirements of providing access to local services (PALS). PALS refers to the capability to provide access to a hosting network and a set of services offered by the hosting network provider, and 3rd party service providers including other network operators and 3rd party application providers. The services may be localized (i.e. provided at specific/limited area) and may be bounded in time. The user may become aware of the available access to local services, and the process to gain and terminate access to the hosting network and local services.
[bookmark: _GoBack]In eNPN_Ph2, we only consider the scenario that the hosting network is a NPN named hosting NPN. In terms of service provider, it can be PLMN operator, SNPN operator or the third party provider. The PLMN operator or SNPN operator can be either the same or the different operator as the one of hosting NPN. For the hosting NPN, it can be either SNPN or PNI-NPN. Therefore, Figure y shows the overview of supporting PALS.

This KI aims at studying how to support local hosting NPN for localized services.
The key issue will:
-	Define local hosting NPN and identify the gap between local hosting NPN and NPN defined in both Rel-16 and Rel-17,
-	Define localized services and identify the gap between localized services and regular services,
-	Clarify the relationships among UEs, local hosting NPN, HPLMN and localized services,
-	Whether and how to negotiate the configuration of local hosting NPN between the local hosting NPN and localized service providers,
-	Whether network selection is needed to enhance to enable UE access the local hosting NPN for localized services:
	-	If it is needed, how to enhance network selection to enable UE access the local hosting NPN for localized services.
-	Whether and how to enhance architecture to enable authentication/authorization of UE for accessing localized services.
NOTE 1: Solutions may need cooperation with SA3, and if solutions have impacts to security mechanism, they will be evaluated in SA3.
NOTE 2:	Multicast and Broadcast service is not considered in this study.
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
