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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution proposes key issue for FS_eUEPO. 
1. Discussion

Currently, the 5GC is agnostic to whether and how the configured URSP rules are enforced. 
A UE may associate the application traffic to different PDU session/slice based on many factors such as default configuration, capability, identifiable Ids. Network situation, etc.

It is by UE implementation for when the UE enforce the newly configured URSP rule. (Clause 6.6.2.3 in TS 23.503)

-
The parameters in Traffic Descriptor may not be identified by UE, then the UE will ignore the URSP rule without any notification to network side. (Clause 4.2.3 in TS 24.526)
-
In some situation the UE may use a lower prioritized URSP rules or lower prioritized RSD in a URSP rule. (Clause 4.2.2 in TS 24.526,)
This key issue will look into wt#4: investigate whether and how the network can be made aware when the UE enforces URSP rule and investigate whether and what actions the 5G network can perform.

Key Issue #X: 5GC awareness of URSP enforcement

Description
A UE may associate the application traffic to different PDU session based on many factors such as default configuration, capability, etc. It may be helpful for operator to know the enforcement of URSP rules in UE, so as to optimize the provisioning of URSP rules for a dedicated application traffic. Thus, this key issue aims to study the following aspects: 

1) Whether and how the network can be made aware when the UE enforces URSP rule, including the following aspects:

- Whether, when, and/or how long an application traffic is associated to an expected PDU session;

- Whether a Traffic Descriptor in an URSP rule can be identified by the UE;

2) Whether and what action the 5GS can perform to let UE enforce the URSP rule as a more expected way.
