x.1.1 		Description
The objective of this Key issue is to enable an AF to provide the required PER to the NEF so the 5GS can provide service that meets the AF requirements.   
For this Key Issue the following areas should be studied:
1. Enable an AF to provide the required PER to the NEF for QoS and Alt-QoS  . 
2. Enable the NEF to forward the PER towards the PCF for mapping AF provided PER to the PER associated with a QoS Flow
3. How to provide AF required PER for the case when the AF can deliver traffic via multiple user plane paths. Note that in this case the PER for each QoS Flow need not be equal to the PER required by the application and the 5GS could deliver the AF required PER using multiple PDU Sessions/QoS Flows.
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
