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1. Overall Description:

SA2 would like to thank CT1 for the LS on validity of cause value #78. 
During the stage-2 design and the preceding study, SA2 did not consider a backoff mechanism where the UE may retry access to the same PLMN based on expiry of a minimum time or the UE moved to a position at a minimum distance away from the location where the cause value #78 was received. SA2 would like to remind CT1 that the purpose of this functionality is to assist UEs that have no ability to locate themselves accurately when performing PLMN selection. 
SA2 therefore considers that that relying on such UE to calculate the minimum distance is also unreliable. Same applies to any network provided “lower bounds” that would also rely on same UE capability to accurately locate itself.  

Another consideration related to above is that SA1 in LS response S2-2105246/C1-213551 stated:

“If a PLMN has indicated to the UE that it is not allowed to operate in the country of the UE’s location, then this is also an indication that the PLMN is unable to provide support the various requirements related to emergency services”
“If the PLMN indicates it is not allowed to operate in the country of the UE’s location, the UE should not (re)-attempt emergency calls.”
therefore if the UE is not able to locate itself accurately based on the network provided “lower bounds” would potentially cause the UE to not be able to perform emergency calls. 
Taking the above into account SA2 believes the condition that the UE moved to a position at a minimum distance away from the location where the cause value #78 was received is not necessary and it is adequate to only calculate the validity of cause #78 based on expiry of minimum time alone.
