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1. Overall Description:
SA2 thanks CT4 for their LS on Clarification on Scheduled Location Time. SA2 discussed the questions and agreed the following answers.

Q1: Is scheduled location time applicable for bulk operation?
A1: Bulk operation applies to 5GC-MT-LR and Deferred 5GC-MT-LR request targeting to a group of UE identified by an group ID. Because the scheduled location time is applicable for the 5GC-MT-LR and Deferred 5GC-MT-LR request, therefore SA2 believes that the scheduled location time can also be applicable for bulk operation. 


Q2: When scheduled location time is provided in MT-LR and MO-LR, which network function(s) will handle the preparation phase and execution phase logic?
A2: LMF is responsible to handle the preparation phase and execution phase logic.


Q3: Has SA2 already considered the risks of HTTP timeout when defining the synchronized service operation invocation for MT-LR and MO-LR with scheduled location time? 
A3: SA2 discussed the question and agreed the CR in the attachment to solve the risks of HTTP timeout.
