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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks CT1 for their LS on access to multiple IMS networks via a 5GC network slice.
SA2 discussed the solutions provided in the LS and provides the following feedback:
The two solutions are based on different assumptions, one of which in solution 2 is that UEs of different IMS networks may share the same APN/DNN to access their home IMS services, the other of which in solution 4 is that each IMS network shall have a unique APN/DNN for IMS services.
As specified in GSMA, e.g. IR.88, IR.65 and RCC.07, the well known IMS APN/DNN has been defined and implemented in huge number of LTE/NR handsets to support the international roaming architecture for IMS, including voice service, RCS and other IMS services, which means all UEs supporting IMS shares this well known APN/DNN to access to their home IMS networks. Therefore the assumption of solution 4 cannot be fulfilled for real deployment cases. 
Moreover, mandating each IMS network having unique APN/DNN for IMS services changes the IMS roaming principle of GSMA, which need evaluation and answer from GSMA NG.
SA2 also would like to point out that solution 4 also has network impact that the SMF needs to differentiate whether an APN/DNN is for IMS, to decide whether to derive P-CSCF address, which is not clarified yet.
