This contribution proposes a key issue for Objective #3 (WT #3.8) of FS_eNA_Ph3, Rel-18.
Based on past eNA studies, The consumer of QoS Sustainability analytics may request the NWDAF analytics information regarding the QoS change statistics for an Analytics target period in the past in a certain area or the likelihood of a QoS change for an Analytics target period in the future in a certain area. For statistics, the NWDAF provides the information on the location and the time for the QoS change and the threshold(s) that were crossed; or, for predictions, the NWDAF provides the information on the location and the time when a potential QoS change may occur and what threshold(s) may be crossed.
However, a finer granularity of output data is expected from the NWDAF based on emerging use cases and services (e.g. for V2X services) beyond cell-level metrics that are currently supported.    

In Rel-18, 3GPP SA2 has agreed (as part of FS_eNA_Ph3) to study enhancements on QoS Sustainability analytics. 
This contribution proposes a new Key Issue on enhancements on QoS Sustainability analytics as part of studies in FS_eNA_Ph3, Rel-18.
