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Abstract of the contribution: Discuss and propose that path switching between two indirect network communication paths for UE-to-Network Relay involving Layer-3 relay with N3IWF is not considered.
Discussion
A Remote UE using a Layer-3 relay with N3IWF means that the Remote UE has an IPsec connection to the N3IWF. If the Remote UE would switch Layer-3 Relay UE, then the IP path of the IPsec tunnel is changed, and it would break the IPsec tunnel. Setting up a new secure tunnel using the new Layer-3 Relay UE’s IP path will involve a full set of IKE signalling procedure. In practice it means that the first indirect path will break, and a new indirect path needs to be set up. Therefore, developing specific procedure for indirect path switching involving N3IWF should not be consider.
