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Abstract of the contribution: The pCR is proposed to add a new key issue on support of Multi-Modality Service in TR 23.700-60.
1. Discussion
TR 22.847 [x] provides use cases and potential 5G requirements on supporting tactile and multi-modal communication services. And in section 6.43 of TS 22.261 [x], the following requirements are concluded:
The 5G system shall enable an authorized 3rd party to provide policy(ies) for flows associated with an application. The policy may contain e.g. the set of UEs and data flows, the expected QoS handling and associated triggering events, other coordination information.

The 5G system shall support a means to apply 3rd party provided policy(ies) for flows associated with an application. The policy may contain e.g. the set of UEs and data flows, the expected QoS handling and associated triggering events, other coordination information.

In the SID document of study on architecture enhancement for XR and media services, the following work tasks are proposed to support tactile/multi-modality communication services:

WT#1: Enhancements for supporting multi-modality service:
-
Study whether and how to enable delivery of related tactile and multi-modal data (e.g., audio, video and haptic data related to a specific time) with an application to the user at a similar time, focusing on the need for policy control enhancements (e.g. QoS policy coordination). 

WT#2: Enhancements of network exposure to support interaction between 5GS and application：
WT#2.1: Study whether and how interaction between AF and 5GS is needed for application synchronization and QoS policy coordination among multiple UEs or between multiple QoS flows per UE.
The key issue is proposed to study the above aspects to support tactile and multi-modal communication services.

2. Proposal
It is proposed to capture the following key issue into TR 23.700-60.

Key Issue #X: Support of Multi-Modality Service
5.x.1
General description

In TS 22.261 [x] and TR 22.847 [x], use cases and 5G requirements on supporting tactile and multi-modal communication services are described. The 5G system is required to enable an authorized 3rd party to provide policy(ies) for flows associated with an application; and to support a means to apply the provided policy(ies). And the policy(ies) may contain e.g. the set of UEs and data flows, the expected QoS handling and associated triggering events, other coordination information.

This key issue addresses how to enhance the 5GS to support tactile and multi-modal communication services. When studying the above aspect, the following needs to be considered:

· How an authorized 3rd party provides policy for flows associated with an application to coordinate the transmission of multiple UEs’ flows or multiple flows per UE in a multi-modal communication session.
· How the 3rd party provided policy is applied for flows associated with an application.
· What is the information in the policy used for flows associated with an application.
· Whether and how the interaction between AF and 5GS is needed for application synchronization and QoS policy coordination.
