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Introduction

Attached is TS 23.228 Version 1.3.0. This version is updated with technical changes from the email approval subsequent to the October 9-13 meeting in Sophia Antipolis. This is the third revision since the Sophia meeting. The first (V1.1.0) was issued directly after the meeting so as to serve as input to the CN-1 meeting that was taking place the following week. There was then another update (V1.2.0) which was issued at the request of members of S2 based on noticing that some approved material from the Sophia meeting was missing. Finally this version has been produced to incorporate the latest email approvals so that discussions at the Makuhari meeting may be based on the most recent agreements.

Regarding the number of versions being produced, the editor would like to seek the guidance of the group on how to handle changes due to comments on discrepancies noted by S2 members and changes due to email approvals. On the one hand, I would like to have the most recent version available so that subsequent contributions can be based on approved text. On the other hand, it is confusing to have multiple versions issued at arbitrary times (not to mention the additional work for the editor).

It should also be noted that no contributions from other drafting sessions such as VHE/OSA, QoS, Split Architecture, etc. have been included in this document. The editor would request the guidance of the group regarding the handling of contributions from these other sessions. Should outputs of these other drafting sessions be incorporated or should these changes only be incorporated following approval at full S2 meetings? 

One possible method would be to plan for specific release dates, based on meeting schedules, so that it would be clear just what material is to be incorporated in each version and when each version should be expected. In any case, I would like to raise this issue to the group to obtain some feedback and suggestions.
