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It is proposed to add clarifying text on the A and Gb interfaces in TS 23.271. The changes compared to version 1.0.0 are shown with revision marks.

9.4 Iu Signaling Connection

In UMTS before SGSN/MSC server can request location information of a Target MS from RAN, an Iu signaling connection must have been established between SGSN/MSC server and RAN. The SGSN/MSC server sends a  Location Request message to RAN, which determines the location of the target MS related to this Iu signalling connection and sends a Location Report to SGSN/MSC server over the same Iu signalling connection. 


9.5 A interface Signaling Connection

In GSM before MSC can request location information of a Target MS from RAN, an A interface signaling connection must have been established between MSC and RAN. The MSC sends a  Location Request message to RAN, which determines the location of the Target MS related to this A interface signalling connection and sends a Location Report to MSC over the same A interface signalling connection.
9.6 Gb interface mapping of Target MS 

In GSM the pre-requisite for LCS procedures on the Gb interface is that MS is in "ready state".
