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During the TSG-SA WG2 meeting #15 in Makurai, Japan, TSG-SA WG2 considered the issue contained in R2-002128; The possibility to transfer ongoing UE Positioning requests during SRNS relocation from Source to Target RNC.
It was noted that TSG-RAN WG3 has already replied and has indicated a contradictory statement: The principle for the interaction of Relocation Procedure with other procedures is that the settings that have been made for a UE in UTRAN are not transferred to the target RNC in relocation. The reason for this is that there is no need to standardise a "context" for each such functionality, and also define how these "contexts" would be relocated.
It was noted in S2 that periodic location request probably needs special attention, at least in case SRNC is handling the periodicity of location requests. 

TSG-SA WG2 requests the TSG-RAN WG2 and TSG-RAN WG3 liaise to determine whether TSG-SA WG2’s opinion is required.
